ACTION 14:  Norm Beloin to host next meeting, provide directions and advise EPA security on anticipated meeting attendees
Dale reported on the Annual Conference Committee held by phone on April 27, 2006:  Pete Catizone, Mike Anderson, Dale Raczynski, Bob Silvestri, Lee Hoffman participated.  Discussed proposed speakers:  Tim Trask of Entergy; Peter Judge, Public Information Officer of MEMA.  Bill Sweet was recommended as the keynote speaker.  His balanced viewpoint is desirable, he has an objective third-party perspective, he’s a book author:  “Kicking the Carbon Habit:  Global Warming and The Case for Renewable and Nuclear Energy,” and science writer.  He has agreed to speak.  Should we advise him on our honorarium policy?  Should we pay travel expenses?

ACTION 15:  Dale Raczynski to schedule the next Annual Conference Committee meeting.

Dale attended an Independent Power Producers of NY (IPPNY) presentation today.  They discussed the “Future Gen” DOE proposal for an IGCC plant, and a (President Bush-appointed) panel of GE, Alstom, and others who claimed they could do as well with CO2 sequestration with an ultra-supercritical PC boiler.  They discussed how to sequester CO2 with enhanced methane recovery injection into western NY coal mines.  They inject below deep saline aquifers.

There’s a new group headed by Cristy Todd Whitman, with a former (?) Greenpeace member partner, that is promoting nuclear energy.  Their NE subgroup is conducting public opinion polling on the topic.  Should we seek a speaker from that group?  Is there a Quinnipiac University poll on the topic?

We need to be aware of who supports the organizations that provide our speakers.  We need a speaker for Session III.  If climate change is a worry on a 100-year time frame, why is waste disposal a worry on a 100,000-year basis?  An academically- credentialed speaker, preferably an author of the MIT study, is desired.

The NRC plans to hire 350 people.  They expect 10 applications for new plants.  An NRC speaker would be a good idea.

ACTION 16:  Dale to talk to Dan Weekly at Dominion.

We must limit industry speakers to 3.  Connecticut Siting Council speaker suggested.  Connecticut Yankee decommissioning status would be a topic of interest.

ACTION 17:  Inquire with the Connecticut A&WMA speakers tonight (Eileen Story, Brian Toal) with regard to the annual meeting.
