Treasurer’s Report
Steve Kmiotek forwarded report to Dale on the conference.  Summary: 61 attendees (approximately $7000, not including sponsors/exhibitors); total expenses ($9000).  Net deficit ($2000).  AWMA members (~47%), EBC (53%).  NES-AWMA 47% revenue/expenses with exhibitors $600 (net).  Some of reasons for the deficit include paying travel expenses for speakers, lower attendance (down approximately 20 registrants), EBC administrative support ($700), rented equipment instead of bring our own, and full breakfast added.  Additionally, Steve mentioned that a number of items were more this year.   Also Steve mentioned that it was more work to coordinate with EBC.

Steve Kmiotek has received a request for the MA State Science Fair.  Steve motioned to provide $1000 to the MA State Science Fair (as we have done previously).  Pete Catizone 2nd the motion. All in favor.
