Security regulations Railway/Marine (for example Anhydrous Chlorine can not be shipped on the rails.  Lee Hoffman mentioned pending legislation.  Pete Catizone said this would be a topic of board interest because regulation involves company make or receive toxic substances.  Steve Kmiotek mentioned that it is on radar starting to think about with some clients.  Pete Catizone legislation came out March 1st.  90 ton to 140 ton rail car could become terrorist target.  Trucks are more mobile and less scheduled.  RMP has more regulations-on trucks.  Chemical plant security regulations were less secure than the states were expecting.  Bob Silvestri requirements are being looked at by his company.  Senate bill was promulgated on March 1st.  Notice from Homeland Security –Management of Chemicals.
